About Bobby Bare 
Born in Ohio, Country Music 
Hall of Fame and Grand Ole 
Opry member Bobby Bare is one 
of the most legendary country 
artists of our time with genre-
shaping songs like “Detroit City,” 
“500 Miles,” “Marie Laveau” 
and many more. From country 
legends like Little Jimmy 
Dickens and Hank Williams to 
big band acts like Phil Harris and 
the Dominoes, Bare’s style was 
molded and led him to nearly five 
dozen Top 40 hits from 1962 to 
1983. The original “Outlaw” of 
country music, Bare has been 
honored with many awards and 
accolades, multiple GRAMMY 
nominations and wins and an in-
duction into the Country Music 
Hall of Fame in 2013. In 2017, 
Rolling Stone named him in the 
top 50 of the “100 Greatest 
Country Artists of All Time.” An 
architect of the Outlaw Move-
ment, he gained control over his 
own production and created 
Country’s first concept album, A 
Bird Named Yesterday, in 1967. 
Throughout his career, Bare 
championed the works of legen-
dary songwriters like Tom T. 
Hall, Kris Kristofferson, and Shel 
Silverstein, whose collaboration 
with him resulted in the landmark 
album Bobby Bare Sings Lulla-
bys, Legends and Lies. 2018 
marked his 60th anniversary in 
the music business and the re-
